2018 Ranch Practicum Set For June,
July, September and November

The 2018 Nebraska
Ranch Practicum gives
ranchers cutting edge re-
search in range livestock
production from the Uni-
versity of Nebraska-Lin-
coln. Natural resources,
livestock management,
and economic reality are
integrated throughout the
Practicum.

During the three-season
UNL Extension class, par-
ticipants have the oppor-
tunity to expand their
knowledge with an
overview of ranching
practices from new an-
gles. Throughout the pro-
gram, participants will
cover a variety of topics
including the effective
use of decision support
tools to evaluate manage-
ment and marketing al-
ternatives, plant
identification, range con-
dition and grazing strate-
gies, wildlife
management, evaluation
of cow body condition
scores, and beef -cattle
production systems.

Classroom activities will
open and close the
Practicum in North Platte
with the remainder of the
classes conducted at
UNL’s Gudmundsen
Sandhills Laboratory, a
working ranch with edu-
cation and research facili-
ties, near Whitman. The

12,800 acre ranch pro-
vides hands-on experi-
ence to ranchers.
Practicum dates are June
6 and 7, July 12, Septem-
ber 5 and 6, and Novem-
ber 1, 2018, and January 9
and 10, 2019 for the eight-
session class. Scheduling
of the sessions from June
to January is designed to
cover the production
cycle of both livestock and
forage resources.

The 2018 Nebraska
Ranch Practicum can
count for college or con-
tinuing education credit.
Participants looking to
earn credits should make
arrangements during the
initial session.

The registration fee for
this eight-session
Practicum is $675. To
participate in the 2018
Nebraska Ranch
Practicum, please submit
