Abraham Lincoln
The Fourth of July
and the Declaration of
Independence

The Declaration of Inde-
pendence, as written by
Thomas Jefferson, was
subjected to lengthy and
to Jefferson personally
difficult debate in the
Continental  Congress.
Congress had already ap-
proved the Virginia reso-
lution of Independence,
it was the wording of the
document which caused
so many issues with the
representatives of the dif-
ferent states. Independ-
ence was approved on
July 2, 1776, and a revi-
sion to the wording of the
document was approved
on the fourth, mostly in
the areas of the list of
grievances against King
George III. The final ver-
sion was not publicly
read until July 8, and it
was weeks before all of
the signers affixed

John Adams, who like
Jefferson would die on
the Fourth of July fifty
years later, believed that
Independence Day in the
United States should be
July 2, the date on which
