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Letter To The Editor

This is what I found out
about The Tryon Graphic,
a/k/a McPherson County
News. It made its first ap-
pearance in 1889 and be-
came a legal newspaper
in 1890. It was published
by D.P. Wilcox about four
miles northeast and near
the post office of McPher-
son. After the courthouse
was completed and the
county seat moved to
Tryon, Wilcox sold to Jay
Smith, who was county
treasurer. It was later sold
to George H. Daly, then to
his son and daughter, Will
H. and Jennie F. Daly, who

changed the name to The
Tryon Graphic. Miss Daly
married Silas E. Clothier
and they owned it until
1922 when it was pur-
chased by M. B. Snyder.

George H. Daly owned
the first store in Tryon.
The building was two sto-
ries with living rooms
above. Daly stayed in the
store business a short
time and later he had a
mail contract. George re-
ceived his naturalization
papers in 1909 at the sod
McPherson County Court-
house in Tryon.

UNMC, UNL Extension offer tractor safety
courses to teens across Nebraska

Two members of the
University of Nebraska
Medical Center College of
Public Health will provide
tractor safety courses in
June and July in nine
cities across Nebraska.
The program is a partner-
ship with the Nebraska
Extension Tractor Safety
& Hazardous Occupations
Courses. Teens 14 or 15
years of age who work on
farms are encouraged to
register.

Nebraska Extension is
part of the University of
Nebraska Institute of
Agriculture and Natural
Resources at the Univer-
sity of Nebraska-Lincoln,
which also cooperates
with counties and the
United States Department
of Agriculture.

Federal law prohibits
youth under 16 years of
age from working on a
farm for anyone other
than parents or legal
guardians. Certification
received through this
course grants an exemp-
tion to the law allowing
14- and 15-year-olds to
drive a tractor and to do
field work with specific
mechanized equipment.

The most common
cause of agricultural-re-

lated death in Nebraska is
overturned tractors and
all-terrain vehicles (ATVs).
Extensive training on
tractor and ATV safety oc-
curs during in-class les-
sons with  hands-on
activities. Instilling an at-
titude of ‘safety first’ and
respect for agricultural
equipment are primary
goals of the course.

The course includes
classroom instruction,
which will cover the re-
quired elements of the
National Safe Tractor and
Machinery Operation Pro-
gram and hands-on par-
ticipation, concluding
with a written test. To re-
ceive certification, stu-
dents must demonstrate
competence in hitching
and unhitching equip-
ment and driving a trac-
tor and trailer through a
standardized course.

Classes begin at 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and end
times will vary, depend-
ing on the number of par-
ticipants.
