climber, snake climber,
and pixel chamber.

The equipment came at
a cost of $11,977.00. The
Village received a check
in the amount of
$5,633.18 from the Staple-
ton Area Chamber of
Commerce to go towards
the equipment. This
money was raised by the
2012 Stapleton Centen-
nial Committee during
the Village of Stapleton's
100th celebration. At that
time, members of the
committee designated

that proceeds from the
event would go towards
Stapleton Park equip-
ment.

Additional smaller pieces
will be purchased at that
time to be placed in the
new area.

The former, uneven area
housing the old park
equipment, will be
grassed over.

"There is discussion on bringing prop-
erty taxes down through the petition
process, but we must ensure the ver-
biage is correct," he added.

Senator Brewer said he believes prop-
erty taxes can be lowered by shrinking
