It took more than three tense hours
to crown the champion of the 88th
annual Midwest Spelling Bee on
March 11. Sponsored by The World-
Herald, the contest drew approxi-
mately 200 people to the Omaha
Public Schools Teachers Administra-
tion Center. Seventy third- through
eighth-graders, who had won their
school and county bees around Ne-
braska and Iowa, competed for the
opportunity to participate in the Na-
tional Spelling Bee in Washington,
D.C.

The External Review
Team of AdvancEd has
submitted their external
review exit report of Sta-
pleton Public Schools.
The team met with three
members of the govern-
ing board, administra-
tion, certified staff,
classified staff, parents,
community members and
students from March 6
through 8. They exam-
ined student performance
results, instructional
quality, learner and fam-
ily engagement, support
services for student learn-
ing, curriculum quality
and efficacy and college
and career readiness data.

Their findings showed:
• The school has a struc-

ture whereby each stu-
dent is well known by at
least one adult advocate
in the school who sup-
ports that student's edu-
cational experience.

• The school needs to
improve in developing
and documenting a com-
prehensive communica-
tion plan using multiple
delivery methods to in-
form all stakeholders of
conditions surrounding
student learning, achieve-

ment and school improve-
ment.

• Development was nec-
essary in documenting
and implementing a K-12
professional development
plan aligned to the dis-
trict mission based on as-
sessed needs of the
district including, but not
limited to instructional
strategies and interpreta-
tion and use of data.

The school scored
higher than the national
average in digital learn-
ing environment and a
well-managed learning
environment.

AdvancEd also said stu-
dents and school person-
nel have access to a
variety of media and in-
formation resources nec-
essary to achieve the
educational programs of
the school.

Updating and formaliz-
ing the district safety and
crisis plan was listed as an
area with an opportunity
for improvement.

Principal Kris Walker
said she recently attended
a meeting on school
safety and will be imple-
menting "Safety and Secu-
rity Standards" at the

school. Standards include
prevention, prepared-
ness, response and recov-
ery.

Stapleton Public Schools
scored above the AE Net-
work Average in teaching
and learning impact and
resource utilization. It
scored slightly below aver-
age in leadership capac-
ity.

"The IEQ results indi-
cate that the institution is
performing within ac-
ceptable ranges as com-
pared to expected criteria,
as well as other institu-
tions in the AdvancED
network," the report
stated.

The External Review
Team recommended to
the AdvancED Accredita-
tion Commission that Sta-
pleton Public Schools
earn the distinction of ac-
creditation.

The team expressed ap-
preciation for the hospi-
tality, support, and
professionalism they re-
ceived at the school and
congratulated Stapleton
Schools and community
on completing the re-
quirements for AdvancED
School Accreditation.
